Endowment Overview Endowment Investment Asset Mix

Lakehead University Endowments are philanthropic
gifts, government contributions, annual inflation
adjustments and other sources of income intended
to support the university in perpetuity. Funds are
invested in a diversified portfolio of assets designed
to maximize long-term risk-adjusted returns and
provide stable annual payouts to support donor-
specified priorities. Each year, distributions from the
fund support scholarships, awards and bursaries;
research chairs; and a diverse range of donor-
supported university programs.

Management & Oversight

The University’s Board of Governors Finance 28.38%
and Operations Committee maintains oversight :
responsibility for all Endowment assets, recommends
the policy asset mix, and develops ancillary policies
as necessary. Each year, the total Endowment Fund Cash 1.68% B Global Equities 38.38%
disbursement amount is established by the university B Bonds 37.15% B Canadian Equities 22.79%
to maintain the value of the endowment pool over
time and the Board of Governors establishes the
annual spending rate.

Responsible Investing
