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I.
COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course examines the principles of research design and organization as they apply to Indigenous Learning.  In this vein methods used in planning and conducting research will be experienced.  Students will be required to analyze and display data using qualitative and quantitative techniques in a final report.

The course content will be delivered through lectures, guest speakers, films, video tapes, class discussions and participatory observations.  Each student is required to have access to a computer.

Research Proposal:

Each student will code their survey instrument and enter the results of their survey instruments on computer using the Statistical Program for the Social Sciences (SPSS).
